First Grade Fun At PVE

Our year in first grade is an exciting one. We begin by introducing the children to our H.E.A.R.T. theme that is based around the
first grade curriculum. The acronym H.E.A.R.T. stands for:

» Happy Healthy Home-study of healthy bodies, homes and families

* Exploring The Environment-study of map skills, calendars and seasons
* Animal Antics-study of animals and habitats

* Roads To Reading-study of genres of literature and writing

* Turnip, Tulips and Trees-study of plants and plant growth

Over the course of the year we take several field trips. In October, we visit the zoo and observe the animals. This information is
then used to create “our version” of a report. Later in the year we go to the Children’s Museum and attend a literature based play.
We conclude the year by going to Holliday Park to hike, tour the nature center and observe the habitats of our furry Hoosier friends.

There are other special activities that our first graders look forward to as well, such as Grand Friends Day in October. Special “older
friends” are invited to school on this day to spend some time in the child’s classroom and share a small snack. In November, the
children dress up as woodland creatures and participate in activities showing thankfulness to our furry animal friends. We call this
the Beast Feast. Our first grade year comes to a close as the children become “published” authors. They are exposed to

different forms of literature and the writing process. We celebrate their success as authors on a Friday evening in May when the
children are invited to stay after school for literature related activities and dinner. The parents come later in the evening to listen to
the children read their books and attend a “small reception”.

Our year in first grade is packed full of learning and exciting activities. As it has been said, “Home is where the H.E.A.R.T. is.”
We strive to make Pleasant View a home away from home.

the establishment of an employee health clinic for our 500+ covered employees and highlighted by the Healthiest Employers of

their insured dependents. This clinic will be located in a strategically isolated section Indiana supplement in the Indianapolis

the points, and a few more, communicated since last summer via our website’s FAQ

page and in various public meetings and conversations with PTO and other groups. The point person for this program is our

Executive Director of Operations, Mr. Bob Bostwick — bbostwick@zcs.k12.in.us . Feel free to contact him if the following bullet

points do not provide enough of an explanation about this important cost savings effort.

e Location of the Employee Health Clinic (EHC) is in the PV South Campus office area.

e The EHC is for employees and their insured dependents only. No one from the general public will be allowed in the clinic or
portion of the building where it is housed.

e The EHC will run at no cost to taxpayers but will save General Fund dollars by helping to lower premium costs for our employees'
health coverage. The clinic is also expected to reduce costs to the corporation’s insurance trust fund.

e The EHC will open fall 2009 with approximately 16-20 weekly hours of operation. Clinic visits are by appointment only.

o Interior hallway doors have already been installed at the PV South Campus, so that students will remain separated from anyone
entering or exiting the EHC. (Even so, these are not scary people or the general public. These are our employees and their
dependents.)

¢ EXTERIOR entry and exit to the EHC will ensure separation between employees/employees' dependents and the student
population.

o Exterior doors to the south campus will remain locked. Visitors will use their employee ID (swipe) cards for entry and entry for
employee’s dependents will be assisted and monitored.

e The EHC has a separate HVAC (heating/air conditioning air flow) system than the rest of the school building.

o The segregation of the clinic will allow the continued use of the PV South Campus building gym, multipurpose, and some other
rooms concurrently with the EHC’s operation.

o The staffing of the clinic will be handled by St. Vincent/Novia Care and will involve a primary physician and some combination of
medical doctor(s), nurse(s)/nurse practitioner(s), and office assistant(s). This will not be a large operation, perhaps three
employees at maximum during any given time—including the on-site doctor.

e The EHC will be staffed by one or two employees of our partner St. Vincent/Novia Care.
o At most, there will be two employees or dependents visiting the clinic at any given time. The clinic will not increase traffic.

ZEF Partners With DonorChoose.org

The Zionsville Education Foundation has partnered with DonorsChoose.org to provide $5,000 in additional funding for Zionsville
teachers to fulfill their classroom needs.

DonorsChoose.org is a national on-line resource for teachers and other front-line employees such as librarians and counselors to
obtain funding for innovative educational opportunities. Items that can be requested include books, technology, equipment,
manipulatives and games.

“With challenging economic times upon us, the work that ZEF does to provide funds for innovation in the classroom is more
important than ever,” according to ZEF Board President Julie Redman. “This new partnership gives Zionsville parents and
supporters of education across the country the opportunity to provide a direct positive impact on education in our community.”

Educators can post projects with a materials cost up to $400 at www.DonorsChoose.org/teachers. Any donor in Zionsville or across
the country can go on-line and make a contribution to a particular project of their choice. At the discretion of ZEF, once half of the
funding is secured from private donors, ZEF will provide the other half of the funding to make the classroom wish a reality.
