One thing that we % ' ¥
know will occur is continuous improvement of our program. Believe it or not, this time of year has our staff

eager for some new serving suggestions, right along with the students! As such, we will be making
modifications in the menus at all schools and that will be for the time period starting after we return from
winter break. Of course all the changes that we do make will adhere to the nutritional guidelines of our program
along with the preference of our customers, the students!

One specific item that we will be changing relates to the taco meat. You may be aware that our food service program requires us to
be financially self-sufficient within the school corporation. As a result, we are continuously monitoring our expenses in all regards!
One way that we can reduce food expenses is to serve taco meat made with pork rather than beef which we currently serve. It’s
important to know that this product has been tested and approved by school aged children within our school purchasing cooperative.
In fact, the seasoning is the same and is a similar situation to making seasoned taco meat with turkey rather than beef. For various
reasons, we felt it important to share this information with you and in fact, it has been posted on our website under “Hot News” since
October 21, 2009 with the notation “NOTE: Tacos may now contain pork!”.

In these financially difficult times, we do find it necessary to trim expenses and yet we will not let the quality of the food suffer as a
result. As simple as it may sound, we operate under the premise of “if we wouldn’t eat it, we won’t serve it”!
