I hope this note finds you and your family enjoying great summer activities! 
 
Our annual Ice Cream Social will be held on Thursday, August 13th.  A big 
thank you in advance to our PTO for all the hard work they do in organizing 
this event.  The first student day of school will be Monday, August 17th.   
 
For the upcoming school year, we will no longer be operating two main 
offices.  Pleasant View Elementary has been one school (combined upper and 
lower) for over two years but still operating two offices.  This past spring 
saw our pre-school relocate to Boone Meadow.  At the same time, there was a 
projected decrease in our student enrollment for the coming year.  Add to 
this, the open classroom space we have had vacant (last year we had five  
classrooms that were used as office space and small group work areas on the north side of our  
campus).  As a result, this presented the opportunity to move a great majority of our classrooms.   
 
As one would walk into our new building configuration, Kindergarten and some first grades will be 
located to the immediate left.  As you pass our office and continue down the main hall, additional first 
grade classrooms will be to your left, and third grade classrooms to your right.  At the end of the hall, 
second grade classrooms will be located on the west end and fourth grade classrooms on the east end.   
 
On the south side of campus (traditional upper), we will still have a few classrooms for third and 
fourth grades in the outer pod facing the bus lot (closest to the cafe).  All classes will still be able to 
use the LGI space, gym, and a new Adventure Center (located in the former upper).  The Adventure 
Center will be housed in the old upper library.  Students will use this space as a literacy lab and  
discovery center -- an area in which they can go and share in a common experience embracing  
literacy or discovery learning.   For example, students might attend a story time on the ocean, hear  
the breeze, feel the sand and then go back to their classroom and write about this common shared  
experience.  This is an evolving, exciting opportunity for PVE students and teachers. 
 
The new physical layout of our school saves over $41,000 in heating and cooling costs alone.  It  
allows for a much safer and secure campus with added corridor doors placed on the south side of 
campus as well as having one main office.   
 
Please look for another update the week of August 7th in regards to parent pick up/drop off and  
student biking/walking information as well as additional information.
