Fourth grade is a time of amazing change and growth.  At this first intermediate grade, the focus is on personal responsibility and 
study skills.  The planner becomes very important in 4th grade.  Students use the planner to keep track of daily and long-term  
assignments, reminders, and messages between home and school.  Students are guided in breaking down long-term assignments in a 
way that works with their schedules and pace.  This is an important step toward independence. 
 
Indiana History is a new area of study for fourth graders.  We are blessed with the opportunity to take several field trips to support 
this study.  In September, we traveled to Camp Tecumseh overnight to learn how the pioneers lived.  In January, we saw a live  
theatrical performance at Clowes Hall at Butler University to learn about the Underground Railroad.  In February, our study was  
enriched by a trip to the Benjamin Harrison Home in Indianapolis.  There we learned not only about our 23rd President, but how the 
Northwest Territory was carved into states. In May, we will take the Landmark Tour of downtown Indianapolis, and visit our State 
House. That experience will tie together all we have learned about our wonderful state and its rich heritage. 
 
All of our Science Units prepare students for a Science Fair which is held in May. After researching an area of interest, each student 
designs and conducts an experiment incorporating all he/she has learned about the Scientific Method.  Then the students use their 
Math skills to interpret and show the results of this experiment.  Language and writing skills are incorporated in both the reports and 
the presentation phase of the project.  The project culminates with a Science Fair where students and parents can celebrate all the 
skills learned and hard work. 
 
In fourth grade we know that privileges come with responsibility and that celebrations are important.  As the senior members of the 
school, we are featured on the PVE Morning Announcements and help out with the kindergarteners.  Not only do we celebrate  
everyday successes and achievements, but we also have a Fall Party, Winter Party, Valentine’s Day Party, and an all-day celebration 
of Indiana’s Birthday. Fourth grade is a great place to be!
